The school year is off to a great start. Opening a new school year brings the op-
portunity to reconnect with old friends and make new friends, get back into that familiar
school year routine and look for a new opportunity, and identify ways to make our goals
and dreams for ourselves and our school a reality.

It is so good to be back at Holy Cross Catholic School. My schedule this year will be Tuesdays and
Wednesdays from 8:30 to 3:30 and Thursdays from 8:30 to 12:30.

I hope you and your children are having a wonderful start to the school year. Many times there is the usual
Afreentryo or beginning of the school year jitters
part, these are predictable situations. For example a kindergartener may have trouble for a few weeks get-
ting used to being gone all day and not taking a nap whenever he or she wants.

If during the first few weeks of school, your child is sad or seems to drag their feet in the morning before
school, be assured this is normal behavior and try to ignore it as much as possible and encourage them to
walk into the classroom on their own. Of course, be sure they are getting to bed on time and try to help di-
minish any anxiety they may have about the school routine. For example, talk to them about what is going
on at school the next day; whatoés for lunch, who
Many childhood anxieties are driven by fear of the unpredictable or unknown and can easily be handled by
simple information.

Your older children may have a tough time getting organized in a routine with juggling homework, after

school sports activities and wanting to still play and relax like they did over the summer vacation. You can

help them by making sure they do not HAover exten
stress and anxiety. Talk this over with your child and even go so far as to sit down with them and the

school calendar and actually write out their schedule of activities and be sure they write in a time for

nightly homework.

Most importantly, keep in touch with your children. Try to have dinner together as a family as often as pos-

sible. Recent studies at Columbia University have concluded that children who ate dinner five to seven

times a week with their families were 45% LESS likely to try alcohol, 24% less likely to try drugs and 67%
